












































SECONDARY CLASS SIZE RATIO: RISD is not required by law to maintain a specific
class size ratio for grades 7-12. If the district increased the overall secondary class
size ratio, the result would be additional cost savings, by reducing teaching
positions.

6 OF 7 TEACHING PERIODS AT SECONDARY: RISD currently gives junior high and
high school teachers two planning periods each school day, so they teach 5 of 7
periods. This allows teachers to tutor, assist with other campus duties, schedule
parent conferences, collaborate with other teachers on the team and participate in

curriculum alignment. The elimination of one planning period for secondary
teaching staff would require them to teach one additional class each day and would
save the district $2,982,500. Knowing these facts, how strongly do you agree or
disagree with requiring junior high and high school teachers to teach 6 out of 7
class periods each day?
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CONSOLIDATION OF SCHOOLS: RISD has operated with smaller schools in many
of its neighborhoods, and the community has placed great value on small,
neighborhood schools over the years. If the district were to consolidate schools at
the elementary and junior high levels, the cost savings would be $1,350,000 per
elementary and $2,450,000 per junior high. Knowing these facts, how strongly do
you agree or disagree with consolidating schools in your attendance area?
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OPTIONAL HOME STEAD EXEMPTION: Within the last 6 years, RISD reduced the
local optional homestead exemption for homeowners from 15% to 10%. RISD is one
of only three districts in the metroplex that continues to provide homeowners with
an optional homestead exemption. If RISD eliminated the 10% optional homestead
exemption, the district would receive $5,127,792 in additional revenue annually.
Knowing these facts, how strongly do you agree or disagree with eliminating the
10% optional homestead exemption?
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INCREASE M&0 TAX RATE: Another way RISD can generate revenue is by
increasing the Maintenance & Operations tax rate from $1.04 to $1.17, which
requires voter approval. RISD would receive an additional $17,254,248 in revenues
annually if voters approved the tax rate increase. Knowing these facts, how
strongly do you agree or disagree with RISD calling an election for voters to decide
on a tax rate increase?
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
